GDAHA: Lisa Rindler updated the group on the GDAHA Post Acute Care workgroup who have been working on a of Skilled Nursing facilities (SNF) to Emergency Departments (ED) Communication From to have one streamlined communication process for the region, to better serve the patients in our community. The form has been piloted with around 10 SNFs, and after several months of piloting, we have heard back clearly from our ED/SNF providers that the form is beneficial in the care of our patients. The form has improved the communication between agencies involved. 
We are changing this form to a triplicate and it will be available to all agencies to use for all transfers from SNF to ED to all regional hospitals. One copy for SNF, EMS and ED. This form needs to be placed and secured on the top of the packet being sent to the ED.The information captured on this one-page paper are key items indicated by EDs and SNFs to streamline patient care and ensure best possible communication for both ends of the patient transfer.
Additionally, the GDAHA Infectious Disease Committee has been working on a RED STOP Sticker to alert all involved in the patient care about some type of Infectious Disease.  This way all caregivers involved in the patient’s care are kept safe, alerted to isolations requirements, and allows for additional cleaning (special products) if required. As we want to protect all employees and EMS /transportation services. In addition, work is starting on an improved way to communicate the DNR orders for the patients.  As this work continues to evolve, we will use EMS, as they are willing, to share information with providers in their jurisdiction.
