Stable pediatric mental health patients up to age |7 can be treated and admitted to this facility.
e Remember, per GMVEMSC protocol, a pediatric mental health patient is [7 and under.
o Stable is defined as patients who do not need emergency medical intervention. Patients who have received
ketamine in the field, have ingested substances for self harm or recreation, or a concern for sexual assault need
to be taken to the main emergency department.

o |[f the patient is pregnant, they need to be screened at an adult facility for the pregnancy prior to being admitted
into the pediatric mental health facility.

o ACE Alert patients CAN be brought to this facility - please follow same procedure as calling into main campus.
