Special presentation to Dr. Andy Hawk for his years of service with your RPAB from the Ohio Division of EMS and the EMFTs board.

Standing Orders: 

LUCAS, in penetrating torso trauma; There was extensive discussion regarding penetrating torso trauma and use of the Lucas device. This will go back to the standing orders committee and will query the trauma programs of the two major systems.

TXA; there was consensus: the TXA will be added. There was discussion regarding head injury, and this is not believed to be a contraindication in the polytrauma patient. Also question regarding postpartum hemorrhage and regional maternal fetal medicine specialists will be consulted. Will not be used for G.I. bleed.

Glucagon for EMTs; no. 

Devices and medical direction; new devices and equipment should be approved by the medical director. 

Epi dosing; 0.15/ 0.3/ 0.5

Old Business:
Trauma Systems and SORTS; Triage guidelines; no changes proposed. This serves as our annual review. SORTS; there was discussion of the Lucas and penetrating trauma.

DBEP; Mr. Jeffries shared that epinephrine, glucose, bicarb, atropine are in short supply. New drug bags are on order. He asked that the discrepancy form only be used for true discrepancies and not for other miscellaneous drug bag issues. Agencies must complete the attestation form. Also, the change of medical director form needs to be filled out and submitted as well. The federal government is considering production of certain medications as a homeland security issue.

Community Paramedicine and Research; EMS distribution of Narcan policies revised and made easier. DFD/PH Community  Paramedicine will be utilizing it.

Legislative; NTR

Dispatch Centers; There was a delay in the transition to Powerphone of the RDC due to incompatibilities with Motorola. This is being resolved.

LE and Transport of Persons Involuntarily Admitted; Dr. Springer involved in draft training. Discussions continue.

Malfunctioning BVMs; BVM should not be used five years past their manufacture date. They should not be deformed during storage, 

Medical Director Shortages; no clear solutions identified.
